 Dear Sirs, 
National LGPS Framework for Cost Transparency and Benchmarking Services Primarily in Support of the Local Government Pensions Scheme (the LGPS Framework) 
You will need to accept and agree the terms laid out in this online form to be given access to the user documentation for this Framework. Completing an online Confidentiality Statement places you under no obligation to use the Framework but it does allow us to share the commercially sensitive user documentation. 
Terms: 
1. In consideration of our disclosure to you of information (whether or not contained in documents) relating to the LGPS Framework (together Protected Material) for the purposes of evaluation with a view to your joining the Framework (Purpose), you undertake to respect and preserve the confidentiality of the Protected Material. Accordingly, for a period of five years after the date of such disclosure, you shall not, without our prior written consent, either: 
1. Communicate or otherwise make available the Protected Material to any third party (other than any employee of yours who requires the Protected Material in connection with his employment and then only if the employee is bound by conditions of confidentiality no less strict than those set out in this statement which you shall enforce at our request); or 

2. Use the Protected Material for any purpose other than the Purpose such restriction of use including but not limited to using or disclosing the Protected Material in any discussions or negotiations with any of the suppliers named in the Protected Material. 

2. The obligations set out in clause 1 shall not apply, or shall cease to apply, to such of the Protected Material you can show to our reasonable satisfaction: 
1. Has become public knowledge other than through disclosure by you in breach of this agreement; or 

2. Was already known to you by lawful means, prior to disclosure by us; or 

3. Has been received by you from a third party who did not acquire it in confidence from us or from someone owing a duty of confidence to us. 

3. You shall, whenever we so request, return to us all documents and other records of the Protected Material or any of it in any form and whether or not such document or other record was itself provided by us. 
4. This agreement is made for the benefit of the parties to it and their successors and permitted assigns and is not intended to benefit, or be enforceable by, anyone else. 
5. This agreement shall be governed by and construed in accordance with the laws of England and the parties hereby submit to the exclusive jurisdiction of the English courts. 
6. This agreement constitutes the entire agreement between us and supersedes all previous agreements in respect of its subject matter. 

7. We shall hold all personal data, as defined in connection in United Kingdom data protection legislation, in connection with the privacy notice.
